LONE STAR LUNKERS BASS CLUB

CHARTER

Revision 4.0
ARTICLE I – NAME

The name of this club is the LONE STAR LUNKERS BASS CLUB OF SAN ANTONIO.

ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

I.
To make the membership more skilled in the sport of bass fishing.

II.
To encourage participation, sportsmanship, and camaraderie through club activities. 

ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP

I.
The following rules apply to all prospective members (this includes those who either quit the club previously, or did not renew their membership by the January meeting):

Eligibility is open to anyone age 18 or older who is voted by a majority of club members during any regular club meeting.

II.
Upon paying their annual dues, persons accepted for membership and previous members are considered active members and enjoy all the privileges and responsibilities of members, including voting and full tournament participation.

ARTICLE IV - DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS

I.  The following Board of Directors will be elected annually by the members:

II.
Election of Officers

A.
Nominations will be held for Vice-President / Tournament Director during the September meeting. Elections for this office will take place at the October meeting.

B.
Nominations for all other offices will occur during the November meeting. Elections for these offices will be held during the December meeting. 

C.
The Vice-President / Tournament Director will begin his term November 1. 

D. All other positions will begin their terms January 1.

III. Duties of Officers and Directors

A. The President will preside, facilitate and maintain order at all regular and special meetings of the general membership and the Board of Directors. He will attend Metropolitan League of Bass Club’s meetings or appoint another officer or member to attend. 

B. The Vice-President / Tournament Director will perform the duties of the President in his absence. 

They will also: Organize the club’s tournament schedule and present it at the November meeting, Conduct the tournaments ensuring that tournament rules are followed, Keep the membership informed about tournament results as well as details on future tournaments.   Assign an assistant director to act as the director for any club tournament they are unable to attend.

C. The Secretary will keep the minutes of all meetings of the general membership and Board of Directors, keep a current roster of the membership, keep records of club offices held by members, update Club Charter and Tournament Rules as required, and maintain current club standings.   In addition, the club secretary will be responsible for maintaining the club website: www.lonestarlunkers.com as webmaster.
D. The Treasurer will be responsible for the club funds and keep records of all the financial matters of the club. He will also present the status of club funds to the membership at each regular meeting, provide a written financial report to the Club each month, and also maintain the inventory for bass patches, club patches and hats.   Each year the outgoing treasurer will pay the renewal fee (Current Price) for the website to continue in the following year.
ARTICLE V - MEETINGS

I. Regular meetings of the membership will be held every month in which a tournament occurs.  Exceptions may be made due to special events such as the Metropolitan League of Bass Clubs’ City Tournament.  Every effort should be made to hold the meeting at least one week prior to a club tournament.

II. The Board of Directors will meet at least twice a year.  Meetings will be announced to the membership by the president. 

ARTICLE VI – DUES

I. Dues will be $36.00 per year per member. Family memberships cost an additional $12.00 and allow the spouse or adult children of the member full membership privileges.  These fees will be collected by the first club event of the year.  A person cannot participate in a club event until the fees have been collected.

II. Dues will be pro-rated for anyone joining the club after the first tournament of the year at $3.00 per month ($4.00per month for family memberships).  Pro-ration of dues is not available to anyone who was a member the prior year. 

ARTICLE VII - TERMINATION

I.
A club member will be terminated for the following reasons:

A.
For failure to obey any applicable rule, law or regulation or for failure to act in a manner which reflects favorably upon The Lone Star Lunkers Bass Club. This will be decided by a majority vote of The Board of Directors. 

B.
Non-payment of membership dues.
ARTICLE VIII - CLUB FUNDS

I.
All funds will be placed in a separate account of The Lone Star Lunkers Bass Club at a suitable banking institution. 

II.
All funds received will be used exclusively for the operation and advancement of the club.  

III.
All disbursements from the account will be voted prior to disbursement, where possible. If not approved prior to disbursement, it will be reviewed at the first meeting following disbursement.

ARTICLE IX - AMENDMENTS

I.
Amendments to this Charter may be proposed by motion at any regular monthly meeting.  Voting for these motions will take place at the next regular monthly meeting (i.e. motions made in January will be voted on in February). 

II.
A majority vote of those members present and eligible to vote at the meeting is required for acceptance. 

III.
Amendments that fail to pass may not be submitted again for consideration until at least three months later.
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
